Jesus said to his disciples:
“Peace | leave with you,
my peace [ give fo you.
| do not give fo you as the world gives.
Do not let your hearts be froubled,
and do not let them be afraid.”
— John 14:25

Recently, hearing the news about the
withdrawal of Israeli settlements from Gaza,
this scripture came to mind. The peace that
Jesus shares with us is a deep and genuine
peace. It is not the deceptive promise of
peace to be attained through violence as the
governments of the world want to offer us.

As | return each year to learn from and
work with peacemakers in Israel and Pales-
tine, | have seen powerful examples of both
kinds of peace.

The Israeli government has withdrawn
9,000 settlers from Gaza, while continuing to
take Palestinian land in order to expand settle-
ments in which more than 400,000 settlers live
in the occupied West Bank. This is an exam-
ple of the false peace that Jesus spoke about.
It is a "peace" based on fear, and on the
power of violence.

The nonviolent educational work of Be-
reaved Families for Peace, an organization of
Israeli and Palestinian families who have lost
loved ones to the violence, and who call for an
end to the occupation and the
fighting, is an example of the
other kind of peace. This
“peace” is based on love, and
on the power of compassion.
