! When the day of Pentecost came, they were all together in one place. 2
Suddenly a sound like the blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and
filled the whole house where they were sitting. * They saw what seemed to
be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. *All of
them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as
the Spirit enabled them.

>Now there were staying in Jerusalem God-fearing Jews from every nation
under heaven. ® When they heard this sound, a crowd came together in
bewilderment, because each one heard their own language being spoken. ’
Utterly amazed, they asked: “Aren’t all these who are speaking Galileans? ®
Then how is it that each of us hears them in our native language? ®
Parthians, Medes and Elamites; residents of Mesopotamia, Judea and
Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, ° Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts
of Libya near Cyrene; visitors from Rome ! (both Jews and converts to
Judaism); Cretans and Arabs—we hear them declaring the wonders of God
in our own tongues!” > Amazed and perplexed, they asked one another,
“What does this mean?”

3Some, however, made fun of them and said, “They have had too much
wine.”

“Then Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice and addressed the
crowd: “Fellow Jews and all of you who live in Jerusalem, let me explain this
to you; listen carefully to what | say. > These people are not drunk, as you
suppose. It’s only nine in the morning! *®* No, this is what was spoken by the
prophet Joel:

740 the last days, God says, | will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your
sons and daughters will prophesy, your young men will see visions, your old
men will dream dreams.

8 Even on my servants, both men and women, | will pour out my Spirit in
those days, and they will prophesy.

Sermon Passage ~ Acts 20:17-38

7 From Miletus, Paul sent to Ephesus for the elders of the church. ¥ When
they arrived, he said to them: “You know how | lived the whole time | was
with you, from the first day | came into the province of Asia. | served the
Lord with great humility and with tears and in the midst of severe testing by
the plots of my Jewish opponents. 2 You know that | have not hesitated to
preach anything that would be helpful to you but have taught you publicly
and from house to house. ?* | have declared to both Jews and Greeks that
they must turn to God in repentance and have faith in our Lord Jesus.

22 “And now, compelled by the Spirit, | am going to Jerusalem, not knowing
what will happen to me there. 21 only know that in every city the Holy Spirit
warns me that prison and hardships are facing me. 2 However, | consider
my life worth nothing to me; my only aim is to finish the race and complete



the task the Lord Jesus has given me—the task of testifying to the good
news of God’s grace.

% “Now | know that none of you among whom | have gone about preaching
the kingdom will ever see me again. 2 Therefore, | declare to you today that
| am innocent of the blood of any of you. # For | have not hesitated to
proclaim to you the whole will of God. #® Keep watch over yourselves and all
the flock of which the Holy Spirit has made you overseers. Be shepherds of
the church of God, which he bought with his own blood. * | know that after
| leave, savage wolves will come in among you and will not spare the flock.
3 Even from your own number men will arise and distort the truth in order
to draw away disciples after them. ** So be on your guard! Remember that
for three years | never stopped warning each of you night and day with
tears.

2 “Now | commit you to God and to the word of his grace, which can build
you up and give you an inheritance among all those who are sanctified. *|
have not coveted anyone’s silver or gold or clothing. * You yourselves know
that these hands of mine have supplied my own needs and the needs of my
companions. *In everything | did, | showed you that by this kind of hard
work we must help the weak, remembering the words the Lord Jesus
himself said: ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.” ”

¥ When Paul had finished speaking, he knelt down with all of them and
prayed. ¥ They all wept as they embraced him and kissed him. 3 What
grieved them most was his statement that they would never see his face
again. Then they accompanied him to the ship.
